Program Notes: Guzheng (21-25 stringed zither) and Guqin (7-stringed 
zither) have existed for over 3,000 years and represent China’s foremost 
musical instrument tradition. 

Originally recited by a performer with guqin accompaniment, 
“The Barbarian Pipes” was based on a poem by Cai Wenji of the 
Han Dynasty (202 B.C.– 220 A.D.), who was a war prisoner in North 
China. During her captivity, she became the wife of the Zuoxianwang 
(‘Leftside Virtuous King’’) and bore him two sons. When Cai Wenji 
returned to her homeland, she was forced to leave her children behind 
in the frontier. The music expresses the contradiction Cai Wenji suffered 
between missing her homeland and not wanting to leave her children. 

“Parting at Yangguan” is a piece of music played with guqin to a 
poem written by Wang Wei, a famous poet in the Tang Dynasty (618-
907). Yangguan, or Yangguan Pass is associated with sad parting in 
Chinese literature as it was the last stop for Chinese travellers leaving 
China to the Western Regions. Wang Wei wrote the poem after seeing 
his friend off to serve in the army at Weicheng, a small town near the 
border. During the song, the line “Once one leaves Yangguan Pass for 
the West, he will see their friend no more.” is repeated three times, and 
thus the song is also known as “Three Variations at Yangguan.” The 
music expresses the intense emotions caused by separation.

Program Notes: Craters of the Moon – Trio de Bois was the recipient of 
a commission grant from the Co-op Press Fund Commission Assistance 
Grant Program, which paired us with American composer Dr. Sy 
Brandon. The piece he composed for Trio de Bois explores the unique 
colors of reed trio with piano – an ensemble with limited repertoire 
to date. The resulting piece titled Craters of the Moon is inspired by 
the Craters of the Moon National Monument and Preserve, which is 
located just 50 miles from where our bassoonist, Elizabeth, teaches 
and the trio often performed before last year. The timing and occasion 
of this collaboration was apropos, as 2019 was the 50th anniversary 
of the first moon walk  –  an event that the astronauts trained for at 
Craters of the Moon. The video presentation of this work integrates 
images from that event, as well as pictures of the park itself today, 
NASA images of that moon walk 52 years ago (and several other 
moon missions), and the artistic interpretation of images of the moon 
created by visual artist Kelly Ricks.

Railroad Sunset (after Hopper) – “‘Railroad Sunset’ is a 1929 painting by 
Edward Hopper (1882 – 1967): in the foreground is a lone signal tower; 
beside it, train tracks; and behind these, nature in all its glory: rolling 
hills beneath a gorgeous sunset sky. Representative of his work in 
general, the painting is sparse and desolate, yet staggeringly beautiful, 
and suggestive of a profound melancholy. These aspects of the 
painting directly influenced much of my piece for reed trio, titled (aptly) 
‘Railroad Sunset (after Hopper)’.

Written expressly for Trio de Bois, the piece is nine minutes long 
and consists of seven sections – three fast, four slow. The fast sections 
are at the centre of the piece – they dart about with a barely restrained 
fervour, all zippy rhythms and frequent key changes, gleefully imitating 
a train chuffing above the vast rural landscape of America. The slow 
sections which start and end the piece, on the other hand, depict the 
stark loneliness apparent in the painting, in which there is no train to 
be seen; they are written simply and clearly, with a tip of the hat to 
Copland (whose puritan works of Americana fit Hopper’s paintings 
to a tee). Taken together, the sections paint in music the urban-rural 
synthesis which so fascinated Hopper.”

Effective breathing practices are essential to beautiful clarinet 
playing. However, for many players, the actual physiology of 
breathing remains a mystery. Addressing this aspect of breathing 
can lead to clarity of communication between teacher and 
student, improved breathing processes, and consequently 
more expressive performance. An overview of significant 
clarinet pedagogy sources demonstrates that many clarinet 
teachers describe breathing through figurative language that 
partially utilizes anatomy but excludes detailed explanations of 
the physiology. Fortunately, a great deal of research has been 
conducted in the closely related music field of singing. Voice 
pedagogues have used medical equipment to examine breathing 
techniques for decades. With careful consideration for the 
differences in clarinet playing and singing, many of their findings 
appear to be readily applicable to breathing for clarinet playing. 

In this presentation, I will provide an explanation of the 
anatomy and physiology for breathing and relate this information 
to the methods suggested by significant clarinet pedagogues. 
Incorporating physiological explanations into breathing pedagogy 
provides an avenue to speak about this essential process with 
greater clarity, resulting in improved understanding and ultimately 
more effective breathing in performance.

Program Notes: “Juegos Prohibidos,” meaning Forbidden Games, 
was commissioned in July 2019 and completed in January 2020. The 
challenge of writing Juegos Prohibidos was to respond to the request 
of Vince Dominguez to write a work that would make a reference 
to the sociopolitical issues in Mexico and/or the Latino migrant 
communities in the U.S. This is something difficult to approach when 
there is no text to set, or people to stage, as done previously in several 
of my opera and music theatre works, such as “La tierra de la miel”, 
or “El Palacio Imaginado.” Both of these works also address political, 
social, and gender issues in Mexico and the borderlands.

In Juegos Prohibidos, I chose to make a reference to the children 
held in detention centers in the border, often detained without their 
parents, ultimately resulting in the destruction of their childhood. The 
way I approached this was by quoting fragments of two well-known 
Latin American children’s tunes. At the end of the scherzando section 
we hear a fragment of the Mexican song “Dale Dale Dale” sung to 
entice children to break the piñata, but here it is the song that gets 
broken and with it the playful interaction of the instruments.

What follows is a transition of glissandi and trills that lead to a 
melodic material built on quarter and eighth tones, in an attempt 
evoke a mourning lament. This section makes reference to the opening 
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of the piece. Except that on this occasion it leads to the destruction 
of melodic material and even pitch, by including noise as a means to 
represent devastation. To end this section, we hear in the high range 
of the bass clarinet and later the cello, fragments of a South American 
lullaby “Duerme Negrito”, which brings the work to its end.”

Furthermore, he is constantly invited to teach at music festivals, 
present lectures and masterclasses at distinguished institutions in 
Brazil, Colombia, USA and Canada.

Jeff Anderle is a pioneer in the world of low reeds, helping 
to popularize the role of the modern clarinet and bass clarinet 
through his innovative and diverse performances, ensembles, 
and commissions.

Sqwonk, which has commissioned and premiered a significant 
body of work that infuses aspects of classical, folk and popular 
music into its own distinct style.

He 
holds a M.M. from the San Francisco Conservatory of Music 
and a B.A. from University of California at Los Angeles. Jeff is a 
Selmer Paris Performing Artist, performing on Presence clarinets 
and a Prestige bass clarinet.

Michelle Anderson is a professional clarinetist in Vancouver

Dr. Cheyenne Cruz’s playing has been described as “above and 
beyond the mastery of [her] instrument” and her compositions 
as “playful, full of humor and whimsy, almost filling the air with 
laughter” by Audiophile Audition. Dr. Cruz joined the University 
of Texas-Arlington faculty in 2016, where she teaches a thriving 
clarinet studio. She was selected as a Buffet Performing Artist 
in 2017, and recently joined D’Addario Woodwinds as an Artist 
Endorsee. Cruz holds positions on clarinet and bass clarinet with 
the Texarkana Symphony Orchestra and the Longview Symphony 
Orchestra, and she frequently appears with the Dallas Winds and 
the Shreveport Symphony Orchestra. Currently, she is a member 
of the Madera Wind Quintet alongside her husband, bassoonist 
Jorge Cruz. A firm believer in the intersection of performance and 
pedagogy, Cruz recently performed Scott McAllister’s Black Dog 
concerto with the UT-Arlington Wind Ensemble at the Texas 
Music Educators Association Conference in 2017.

The Cypress Ridge High School Clarinet Choir is comprised 
of six performing clarinetists from ensembles across the Cypress 
Ridge High School program. Based in the Cypress-Fairbanks 
Independent School District in Houston, TX, the 2020-2021 
school year marks the second year of the ensemble’s existence. 
Originally beginning as a 12-piece choir in its inaugural year, the 
aim of the choir was to perform combined works for quartets, 
trios, and duets, throughout the year in order to build and develop 
Clarinet specific pedagogy and skills for clarinetist and constantly 
growing band program. Although the choir has had to change its 
course due to COVID-19 with most students now learning from 
home, the current performing students have been able to prepare 
and perform throughout the fall semester for the band programs 
Winter Concert and work with HSO principal Clarinetist, Mark

Lizzy Darling serves as Principal Piccolo of the Dubuque

Miles DeCastro is the instrument repair technician at The 
Crane School of Music, State University of New York at Potsdam 
where he is responsible for the repair and maintenance of over 
1200 instruments and teaches courses on the topic of instrument 
repair technology. Professor DeCastro also co-hosts the Potsdam 
Clarinet Summit bi-annually alongside colleague Dr. Julianne 
Kirk Doyle. In addition, Miles owns North Country Winds, a 
shop specializing in clarinets, clarinet accessories, and clarinet 
repairs. He is an active clinician and has presented repair 
clinics on three continents and in over a dozen states.

Driftwood Duo is a clarinet duo that explores cultures around 
the world through musical performance. Meredith Gersten  
(@Clarinet.HQ) and Mike Gersten (@GerstenforAmerica) 
have brought their education-based approach to repertoire and 
performance to audiences throughout the United States and 
Europe. In addition to writing and arranging their own works, 
the duo has a mission to perform and commission music from 
diverse and underrepresented composers. Their recent project, 
Klezmer & … , commissions works that combine elements of 
klezmer music with elements of music from another culture’s 
music. In the piece they are premiering at ClarinetFest, composer 
Gary Powell Nash melded klezmer music with African American 
spirituals and gospel.

Originally from Havana, Cuba, Paquito D’Rivera began his 
studies with a small soprano Saxophone Selmer, imported by his 
father from Paris, the Selmer’s representative in La Habana, then 
he continued his studies on the clarinet, which had some holes 
“covered ”For his fingers were still too small to cover.

Martin Fröst is an international clarinettist, conductor and Sony

my memory”. He is widely recognised as an artist who constantly 
seeks new ways to shape, challenge and rebuild the classical music 
arena and, together with Miles Davis, the only wind soloist to 
have received one of the world’s highest music honours; the Léonie 
Sonning Music Prize.

Todd Gaffke enjoys a diverse musical career as a performer and 
educator. He has appeared as a soloist and chamber musician 
throughout the United States and in Europe performing a variety 
of modern saxophone works as well as classics and transcriptions.

Denise A. Gainey is Professor of Clarinet and Instrumental 
Music Education and Associate Chair of the Department of 
Music at the University of Alabama at Birmingham. She is a 
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Backun Artist/Clinician, a D’Addario Woodwinds Artist, a 
Silverstein PRO Team Artist, and serves as President of the 
International Clarinet Association. An avid chamber musician, 
Gainey is sought after as a clinician and performer throughout 
the United States and abroad, performing with the Amicitia 
Duo, the UAB Chamber Trio, and the Shepherd duo, with 
recordings available through Ravello Records and Potenza Music. 
She has compiled and edited a collection of clarinet solos, Solos 
for Clarinet, published by Carl Fischer and published a book 
on master teacher Kalmen Opperman, Kalmen Opperman: 
A Legacy of Excellence, with Carl Fischer, New York in 
2018. Gainey holds degrees from Florida State University, the 
University of North Texas, and the University of Kentucky.

Dr. Misha Galaganov, Professor of Viola at TCU, is a 
well known performer and educator. He has uncovered and 
performed many unknown and forgotten works for viola and 
premiered music written for him by many important composers, 
including Eric Ewazen, Elena Sokolovski, Richard Lavenda, and 
others.

They opened a chiropractic practice in 
Aurora, IL in 1984, with SOT as their foundation for management 
of patient care. ​Now, almost 37 years later, Mark & Marite have 
the opportunity to reflect on the importance of managing chronic 
pelvic sprain injuries. These injuries affect 75 – 80% of the general 
population, with wide-spread side effects. Of particular interest to 
wind musicians is the possible resultant loss of abdominal control 
and subsequent difficulty maintaining proper tone. In the forth-
coming panel discussion, we will elaborate on symptoms and home 
care for these conditions, as well as sharing referral directories for 
chiropractors specializing in SOT.

The Lumpy Ridge Clarinet Choir was formed in the spring of 
2021 for this pre-recorded performance of Conor Brown’s Ridge 
Run. The group is comprised of clarinetists across the country, 
though many of them have a connection to the University of 
Colorado Boulder. The name of the ensemble is taken from 
a region of Rocky Mountain National Park that is a popular 
running spot.

Gregory Lyons teaches Applied Percussion, Percussion Ensemble, 
Percussion Methods, Secondary Instrumental Methods, and 
Introduction to Non-Western Music at Louisiana Tech University 
where he is Associate Professor, Assistant Director of Bands, and 
the holder of the James Alvey Smith Endowed Professorship. He 
earned the BME from the Wheaton College Conservatory, the 
MM from Central Michigan University, and the DMA from The 
Ohio State University. Lyons co-founded and co-coordinates New 

Music on the Bayou, an annual summer festival that celebrates 
contemporary music. He also performs regularly with the Rapides 
Symphony (LA) and has appeared with the Monroe Symphony 
(LA), the Texarkana Symphony (TX), the Shreveport Symphony 
(LA), the Lansing Symphony (MI), and the West Shore Symphony 
(MI). He is a past president and past treasurer of the Louisiana 
Chapter of the Percussive Arts Society and is a proud endorser of 
the Vic Firth Company, SABIAN cymbals, Grover Pro Percussion, 
and Majestic Percussion.

Xiaoting Ma concertized in Asia, Europe and the US. She was 
a member of the Shanghai Philharmonic Orchestra, and guest 
with orchestras including the Hong Kong Philharmonic. Her 
degrees include a DMA from SUNY at SBU and an AD from 
Yale School of Music. She is Assistant Professor of Clarinet at 
Soochow University. She is an Uebel and Légère artist.

Dr. Corey Mackey enjoys a multi-faceted career as an educator, 
orchestral musician, soloist, and chamber musician. He recently 
joined the faculty of Texas Christian University’s School of Music 
as the Assistant Professor of Clarinet. Mackey maintains a bustling 
national presence, while international tours have taken him to 
Europe and China. He has appeared with Cincinnati-based 
ensemble concert:nova, Orchestra Iowa, Quad Cities Symphony 
(IA), Cincinnati Chamber Orchestra, Flagstaff Symphony, 
Richmond Symphony (IN), and has performed and recorded 
an album with the Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra. During his 
tenure as Principal Clarinet of the Dubuque Symphony Orchestra 
(2009-2020) he appeared as a featured soloist in concertos by 
Mozart and Copland. Corey Mackey is a Buffet Group USA  
Artist – Clinician and D’Addario Performing Artist.

Vandoren Artist-Clinician Dr. Jenny Maclay enjoys a diverse 
career as a clarinet soloist, recitalist, orchestral player, chamber 
musician, pedagogue, and blogger. In 2020-21, she was Visiting 
Instructor of Clarinet at Brandon University (Canada) and 
Visiting Lecturer of Clarinet at Iowa State University. Online, 
she is known as Jenny Clarinet, where she created her eponymous 
popular blog, and she is also the Social Media Coordinator for 
the International Clarinet Association. In addition to teaching 
and performing, Jenny is also interested in travelling and 
researching international clarinet cultures. She has visited and 
performed in over 30 countries, and earned her musical degrees 
in the United States, France, and Canada. Jenny was the recipient 
of the 2015-2016 Harriet Hale Woolley Award for musical study 
in Paris and was an artist-in-residence at the Fondation des 
États-Unis. Upcoming residencies include the Tjørnuvík Artists 
Residency in the Faroe Islands and Niederösterreich in Austria. 

Shin Man-sik, who studied composition in Germany and 
Austria, was greatly influenced by modern European music in 
his early days as a composer. However, as he began his career 
as a composer in Korea, he recognized that there were many 
differences between composers, performers, and audiences in 
European-style modern music, and wants to narrow the gap and 
compose modern music that the performers and the audience 
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can sympathize with. In particular, he is contemplating how the 
emotions of Koreans can be shared in modern music. Based on 
his own musical philosophy, he makes various musical attempts, 
including Rhapsody for Clarinet and Piano, Lamento II for 
Orchestra and Capriccio for Violin. He served as the artistic 
director of the 10th Cheongju International Craft Biennale and 
the resident composer of the Chungbuk Provincial Symphony 
Orchestra. Currently he is the CEO and music director of AYAF 
Ensemble, and a composer.

Mario Marini is a percussion performer and educator living in 
Columbus, Ohio. He is currently adjunct professor and director 
of percussion studies at the College of Wooster in Wooster, Ohio. 
He has previously served as adjunct professor at Muskingum 
University, assistant percussion director at Pickerington North 
and Dublin Coffman High Schools and spent ten years as 
director of percussion at Howland High School in Warren, Ohio. 
As a performer, Marini has appeared as soloist with orchestras 
and bands across Ohio, serves as principal percussionist with 
the McConnell Arts Center Chamber Orchestra and is a 
section player in multiple Central Ohio orchestras. He has 
appeared in three consecutive OMEA Professional Development 
Conferences: twice as an instructor of the PHSN Percussion 
Ensemble and once as a clinician. He also performed with 
the OSU Percussion Ensemble at the Percussive Arts Society 
International Convention in Austin, Texas. An active researcher, 
Marini’s D.M.A. Document explores the notation of percussion 
in modern wind band compositions. This research has led to an 
ongoing project to update and redefine a standard notation for 
percussion. His academic achievements have been recognized by 
induction into Pi Kappa Lambda National Music Honor Society. 
He earned his D.M.A. and B.M. from The Ohio State University 
and M.M. from Belmont University. Marini began his percussion 
studies at the age of 10 in Warren, Ohio and his primary teachers 
have included Susan Powell, Christopher Norton, Joseph Krygier, 
Todd London and Tony Ferderber.

As a freelance oboist described as having “a beautiful, free-
flowing sound” by Holly Gornik (retired Utah Symphony), 
Nicole Marriott-Fullmer has performed with the Utah 
Symphony, Ballet West, recorded on the soundtrack for TNT’s 
season one of “The Librarians,” and participated in the Imani 
Winds Chamber Music Festival in New York City with her trio, 
Trio de Bois (a French-style woodwind trio). She performs with 
Chrome Street quartet and is the section leader of the Utah 
Wind Symphony. She is the oboist of the Ladies’ Quintessential 
Quintet, and was the oboist of the Salt Lake Pops Studio 
Orchestra and SaltAir Winds woodwind quintet.

She is a member of the Mid-America 
Woodwind Quintet and MiamiClarinet and holds degrees from 
the University of Miami, FL. She is a Lomax Mouthpieces and 
Buffet Crampon Artist and is the Kansas State Board Chair of 
the ICA.

Clarinetist and Conductor (University of North Carolina at 
Greensboro Clarinet Choir) Joanna McCoskey Wiltshire 
is a Doctoral Fellow in Clarinet Performance at UNCG. She 
currently serves as the Director of the Gate City and Winston-
Salem New Horizons bands. Joanna received her MM in Clarinet 
Performance and Wind Conducting from the University of 
Delaware, where she also received her BM in Music Education. 
Her primary instructors have included Andy Hudson, Anthony 
Taylor, Christopher Nichols, and Lauren Reynolds.

Dr. Jackie McIlwain, Associate Professor of Clarinet, began 
teaching at The University of Southern Mississippi in 2013. She 
enjoys keeping a diverse and active performance schedule with 
solo recitals, chamber recitals, solo performances, and orchestral 
concerts. In 2017 Dr. McIlwain became a licensed Body 
Mapping Educator, which allows her to teach Body Mapping. 
This body awareness technique teaches anatomy and physiology 
of the body and how this knowledge can help us release tension 
and move more efficiently. Body Mapping was created specifically 
to help musicians perform with more freedom and ease as well as 
to aid in injury prevention and recovery. 

Dr. Ian McIntyre is a freelance clarinet performer and 
educator. In 2020, Ian graduated from Florida State University 
with his Doctor of Music in Woodwind Performance degree. 
During his degree, Ian researched and published his treatise 
on electroacoustic clarinet music. The research focused on the 
tools and practice techniques that can be used for approaching 
the different styles of electroacoustic music.

Previously, he taught at North Dakota 
State University where he was a founding member of Trio Élan 
and the Red River Winds, and was principal clarinet with 
the Fargo-Moorhead Symphony Orchestra. He has also been 
principal clarinetist with the Arizona Opera and clarinet soloist 
with the United States Army Field Band, Washington, D.C. 
Monroe has performed with the Mariinsky Theater Orchestra, 
the Aspen Festival Orchestra, the Baltimore Symphony, and 
plays regularly with the North Carolina Symphony Orchestra.

Prior to this he was principal clarinet 
of the Metropolitan Opera Orchestra at the age of 21. He has 
been asked to perform as principal clarinet with the New York 
Philharmonic, the Chicago Symphony, and at the invitation 
of Sir Simon Rattle, performed as guest principal clarinet with 
the Berlin Philharmonic. He also performs as principal clarinet 
with the Saito Kinen Festival Orchestra and the Mito Chamber

has been a featured soloist with many orchestras, including the 
Metropolitan Opera Orchestra, the Chicago Symphony, the 
Cincinnati Symphony, the Indianapolis Symphony, the Seoul 
Philharmonic, and the Flemish Radio Symphony.

Patrick accepted 
a position with the United States Marine Band and Chamber 
Orchestra at the age of 22; he was appointed Assistant Principal 
Clarinet in 2012 and has been the Principal Clarinet since 2015. 
As a frequently featured soloist he has performed many works, 
including his live recording of Carl Nielsen’s Clarinet Concerto.

Dr. Amanda Morrison is on the clarinet faculty at Slippery 
Rock University of Pennsylvania, a Vandoren Artist-Clinician, 
and a private studio instructor in Pittsburgh, PA. She is also the 
co-founder of chamber groups, the flute/clarinet duo The PM 
Woodwind Project and Milano Duo clarinet duo. Committed 
to community engagement, Morrison is the founder and event 
director of Steel City Clarinet Day, an event designed to bring 
the western Pennsylvania clarinet community together for a day 
to share in music making and learning. Dr. Morrison earned a 
BM from Duquesne University and a MM and DM from Florida 
State University under Mark Nuccio, Dr. Deborah Bish, and  
Dr. Frank Kowalsky.

Originally from Austin, Texas, Christopher Mothersole 
is Instructor of Clarinet at the University of West Georgia. 
He moved to Carrollton in 2018, where he performs with the 
Carroll Symphony and enjoys a life of teaching in west Georgia.

College of Music, Christopher has performed on both sides of 
the Atlantic under some of the world’s premier conductors. In a 
collaboration sponsored by the Grammys, he performed in the 
Berklee Symphony Orchestra with DJ Premier in the SXSW 
selection, “Re:Generation”, redefining classical music by fusing 
it with hip-hop and electronic music. Christopher’s work with 
Mr. Fitzgerald focuses on the combination of clarinet with effects 
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pedals. Their duo CLX is an homage to rock & roll, drawing 
inspiration from groups including Aerosmith and Muse. His 
first original composition Diptych utilizes distortion and pitch-
shifting to create a cross-genre clash between classical and rock.

Danny Mui is the 2nd/Bass Clarinetist of the New York City 
Ballet Orchestra at Lincoln Center. Danny holds a Bachelor of 
Music in Music Education from Western Michigan University, 
a Master of Music in Clarinet Performance from Northwestern 
University, and a Specialist Degree in Clarinet Performance from 
the University of Michigan.

Lynn Musco is in her thirty-third year as Professor of Clarinet 
and Woodwind Coordinator at Stetson University. The Stetson 
clarinet studio is considered a program of distinction by the 
University and is more broadly regarded as one of the leading 
undergraduate clarinet studios in the country. As a highly 
respected pedagogue, Dr. Musco is frequently invited to present 
clinics and master classes throughout the United States and is an 
active performer on the Stetson University campus, regionally, 
nationally, and internationally.

Among her teachers are Russ Dagon, 
Charles West, Laroy Borchert, and Frank Kowalsky.

Music in the American Wild celebrates American people, 
places, and stories with the commission and performance of site-
inspired music. Since 2016 MAW has commissioned 20+ new 
works with support from organizations including NEA and Mid-
America Arts Alliance.

Theodore Nelson is a member of the cello section in the 
Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra. Prior to this engagement, 
Mr. Nelson served as Associate Principal cellist of the Kansas 
City Symphony for five seasons, and he has also been a member 
of the Akron Symphony and Toledo Symphony Orchestras in 
Ohio. He has served as Chair of the Players Committee of the 
CSO for the past nine years, and on the committee for eleven 
years. He has helped negotiate three contract settlements and 
represented the collective bargaining unit of the musicians in 
the execution of our contract. He was interviewed by the New 
York Times in 2015, for an article profiling our groundbreaking 
contract settlement and the cooperative relationship between 
labor and management at the Cincinnati Symphony. Mr. Nelson 
has been Producing Artistic Director of concert:nova for the past 
10 seasons.

She earned her DMA 
degree from the University of North Texas, her MM degree from 
the University of Nebraska-Lincoln, and her BM degree from 
Wartburg College.

A dynamic and engaging ensemble, Duo Rodinia consists of 
clarinetist Lisa Kachouee and percussionist and composer Jamie 
Whitmarsh. The ensemble is committed to performing accessible 
works by living composers, commissioning new pieces, educating 
audiences, and adapting literature from a variety of stylistic 
periods to augment the clarinet and percussion repertoire. The

These sounds are then manipulated and processed to 
create an electronic soundscape, which surrounds or engulfs our 
acoustic sounds.

A vibrantly fresh take on the traditional clarinet quartet, 
Splinter Tongue strives to present thrilling and engaging 
performances and classes. Formed in 2018 and based in 
Greensboro, North Carolina, Splinter Tongue was named the 
winner of the 2018 North Carolina MTNA Wind Chamber 
Music competition. Their concerts present audiences with 
new sounds, unique programming, and refined performances, 
reflecting all that today’s musical world has to offer. Splinter 
Tongue actively cultivates and contributes to clarinet quartet 
repertoire, emphasizing contributions from young, marginalized, 
and underrepresented composers. Splinter Tongue’s name was the 
result of a tireless brainstorming effort to generate a catchy and 
colorful self-image that reflects their personality, revealing their 
innate curiosity to see just how far they can push those little bits 
of reed they use to create musical beauty.

Justin Stanley, a native of Fresno, California, is principal 
clarinetist of the Georgia Symphony Orchestra. He has 
performed with orchestras including the Atlanta Symphony 
Orchestra, Atlanta Opera, Greenville Symphony Orchestra, and 
Columbus Symphony Orchestra.

John Warren serves as Professor of Clarinet at Kennesaw State 
University where he teaches studio clarinet, coaches chamber 
music, and serves as coordinator of the woodwind area, and is a 
member of the Atlanta Opera Orchestra. He is also a member of 
IRIS Orchestra and performs frequently and has recorded with 
the Atlanta Symphony. Previously principal clarinetist of the 
Savannah and Omaha Symphonies, Mr. Warren is a graduate of 
CCM and the Curtis Institute, studying with L Thomas LeGrand 
and Donald Montanaro.

Kirsten Weingartner Weiss serves as the principal violist of 
the Springfield Symphony Orchestra and the concertmaster of 
the Missouri Philharmonic Orchestra.

Brett Wery is an active composer/arranger in the Capital Region 
area of upstate New York. For twenty-five years he taught theory, 
conducting, and applied woodwind studies at the State University 
of New York, Schenectady County Community College where 
he also directed the college wind ensemble.

Gary Whitman serves as the third clarinet/bass clarinet with 
the Fort Worth Symphony, appointed in 1993.

He earned the Bachelor 
and Master of Music from the University of Cape Town, a 
second Master of Music from Youngstown State University, and a 
Doctorate from Kent State University. His musical mentors were 
Neil Solomon, Stewart Young, Peter Klatzow, Thomas Janson, 
Lamar Crowson, George Crumb, Brandt Fredriksen, Wilfrid 
Hiller, Vladimir Viardo, and Frank Wiley.

Praised for his “accentuated juxtaposition of lyrical lines and 
passage work” (The Clarinet Online), Lucas Willsie continues 
to make a name for himself as a soloist and pedagogue. 
Currently, Dr. Willsie teaches applied clarinet and bassoon 
at Central Methodist University’s Swinney Conservatory of 
Music in Fayette, MO.
