Presenting a thoughtful, confident, and musical performance is a goal for which musicians of every level strives. 
However, attaining this particular aspiration can be difficult because the intangible concept of musicality is tricky 
to approach in all aspects of performance. Students especially tend to come to lessons and present either a blank 
slate with little to no phrasing, or they play in such a way that seems to ask, “Is this right?” Through my dissertation 
research on The Ploger MethodTM developed by pedagogue Marianne Ploger and my own teaching experiences, I have 
developed a process through which students can play a more involved role in their own practice and performance by 
giving them the tools to make more informed musical decisions. This comprehensive knowledge and independence 
gives them a greater sense of ownership over their presentation of a work and eliminates the guesswork many often 
feel in attempting to generate expressive musicality. This presentation will focus on introducing the process and 
demonstrating how to equip students with the specific tools needed to make informed musical decisions on their own 
in the practice room for greater improvement between lessons. By examining metric, melodic, and harmonic elements 
in a specific order and understanding how they interact in real-time, students of every level can gain an in-depth 
understanding of each piece and present confident and intentional interpretations in every performance.

RECOGNIZING AND TREATING STRESS VELOPHARYNGEAL INSUFFICIENCY

Presenter: Kensley Behel 

Many musicians experience performance-related health problems (PRHPs), most of which are preventable. Music 
educators play a primary role in the prevention of PRHPs in the music classroom. Stress velopharyngeal insufficiency 
(SVPI) in wind musicians is a condition affecting soft palate closure, causing air to escape through the nose while 
blowing through the mouth into the instrument. Although SVPI is serious and potentially career ending for wind 
instrumentalists, there are limited resources for music educators on SVPI prevalence, causes, management, and 
prevention. This lecture will provide a comprehensive understanding of terminology, symptoms, prevalence, and 
solutions equipping music educators to intervene more effectively in identifying SVPI in their classroom or studio.

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Principal Clarinet of The Cleveland Orchestra since 1976,  
Franklin Cohen has distinguished himself as one of the 
outstanding clarinetists of his generation. His playing has been 
described as “hypnotic, impeccable, brilliant…with a vocal quality 
that would be the envy of any singer.” He first gained international 
recognition and acclaim when, at the age of 22, he became the 
first clarinetist awarded First Prize at the International Munich 
Competition (the other first prize that year went to soprano Jessye 
Norman). Since then, Mr. Cohen has enjoyed an illustrious career 
as soloist, recitalist, recording and chamber artist, pedagogue and 
orchestral principal.

Since his first solo appearance with The Cleveland Orchestra in 1977, Mr. Cohen has 
been featured as soloist in nearly 200 performances – at Severance Hall, Carnegie Hall, 
Blossom Music Center, and on tour throughout the United States, Asia and Europe. In 
1992, he recorded the Mozart Clarinet Concerto with the Orchestra and Christoph von 
Dohnányi for Decca Records. Mr. Cohen is also the soloist in Debussy’s First Rhapsody 
on a Deutsche Grammophon recording conducted by Pierre Boulez that won two Grammy 
Awards in 1996, and on a Decca recording of the Brahms Clarinet Sonatas with pianist 
Vladimir Ashkenazy.

With his daughter, violinist Diana Cohen, Franklin Cohen is the co-artistic director of the 
critically acclaimed ChamberFest Cleveland, the first international summer chamber music 
festival in Cleveland, which presented its inaugural season in 2012. ChamberFest’s huge 
success has led to an expanded vision for growth locally and internationally.

Mr. Cohen’s professional music career was launched when Leopold Stokowski chose him as 
principal clarinet of the American Symphony Orchestra.

As a recitalist and chamber artist, Mr. Cohen has participated in the Aspen, Blossom, 
Casals, Marlboro, Santa Fe, and Sarasota music festivals. He has also been a featured 
artist with many of the world’s leading chamber groups, including the Emerson, Guarneri, 
Takács, Tokyo, Miro, Miami, Orion, Shostakovich, Cavani and Ysaÿe string quartets 
and with the Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center. In addition, Mr. Cohen has 
collaborated with leading artists including Emanuel Ax, Pinchas Zukerman, Mitsuko 
Uchida, Richard Goode, Vladimir Ashkenazy, Jessye Norman, Menahem Pressler and 
Heidi Grant Murphy, among many others. Mr. Cohen has given countless master classes 
and seminars at prestigious universities and conservatories throughout the world. His 
former students hold principal positions in major orchestras in North America, Europe, 
Mexico and Asia.

A passionate advocate of music education, Mr. Cohen founded and funded “The Concert 
Club,” introducing young musicians to world class artists and performances at Severance 
Hall.

Mr. Cohen’s children are both members of the Calgary Philharmonic, Diana serves as 
concertmaster and Alexander is the principal timpanist.

FRANKLIN COHEN
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Paquito D’Rivera defies categorization. The winner of fourteen 
GRAMMY Awards, he is celebrated both for his artistry in Latin 
jazz and his achievements as a classical composer. 

Born in Havana, Cuba, he performed at age 10 with the National 
Theater Orchestra, studied at the Havana Conservatory of Music 
and, at 17, became a featured soloist with the Cuban National 
Symphony. As a founding member of the Orquesta Cubana de 
Musica Moderna, he directed that group for two years, while at the 
same time playing both the clarinet and saxophone with the Cuban 
National Symphony Orchestra. He eventually went on to premiere 
several works by notable Cuban composers with the same orchestra. 

Additionally, he was a founding member and co-director of the innovative musical 
ensemble Irakere. With its explosive mixture of jazz, rock, classical and traditional Cuban 
music never before heard, Irakere toured extensively throughout America and Europe and 
won several GRAMMY nominations (1979, 1980) and a GRAMMY (1979). 

While Paquito D’Rivera’s discography reflects a dedication and enthusiasm for Jazz, 
Bebop and Latin music, his contributions to classical music are impressive. They include 
solo performances with the London Philharmonic, the London Symphony Orchestra, 
the Warsaw Philharmonic Orchestra, the National Symphony Orchestra, the Baltimore 
Symphony, the Florida Philharmonic Orchestra, and the Brooklyn Philharmonic. He 
has also performed with the Puerto Rico Symphony Orchestra, the Costa Rica National 
Symphony, the Simón Bolivar Symphony Orchestra, the Bronx Arts Ensemble, and the 
St. Luke’s Chamber Orchestra, among others. In his passion to bring Latin repertoire to 
greater prominence, Mr. D’Rivera has successfully created, championed and promoted all 
types of classical compositions, including his three chamber compositions recorded live 
in concert with distinguished cellist Yo-Yo Ma in September 2003. The chamber work 
“Merengue,” from that live concert at Zankel Hall, was released by Sony Records and 
garnered Paquito his seventh GRAMMY as Best Instrumental Composition 2004. 

In addition to his extraordinary performing career as an instrumentalist, Mr. D’Rivera has 
rapidly gained a reputation as an accomplished composer. The prestigious music house, 
Boosey and Hawkes, is the exclusive publisher of Mr. D’Rivera’s compositions. His numerous 
commissions include compositions for Jazz at Lincoln Center, the Library of Congress, 
the National Symphony Orchestra and Rotterdam Philharmonic, the Turtle Island String 
Quartet, Ying String Quartet, the International Double Reed Society, Syracuse University, 
Montreal’s Gerald Danovich Saxophone Quartet, and the Grant Park Music Festival. 

Paquito D’Rivera is the author of two books: My Sax Life, published by Northwestern 
University Press, and a novel, Oh, La Habana, published by MTeditores, Barcelona. He 
is the recipient of the NEA Jazz Masters Award 2005 and the National Medal of the Arts 
2005, as well as the Living Jazz Legend Award from the Kennedy Center, Washington, 
D.C. in 2007. His numerous other honors include Doctorates Honoris Causa in Music 
(from the Berklee School of Music in Boston, the University of Pennsylvania), and the Jazz 
Journalist Association’s Clarinetist of the Year Award in both 2004 and 2006. The National 
Endowment for the Arts website affirms “he has become the consummate multinational 
ambassador, creating and promoting a cross-culture of music that moves effortlessly among 
jazz, Latin, and Mozart.” 

PAQUITO D’RIVERA
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Theodore Johnson was born and raised in Chicago, Illinois. He 
was educated at DePaul University and studied with famed Chicago 
Symphony clarinetist Jerome Stowell. At age 18 he began playing 
with The Chicago Symphony Orchestra and Chicago Ravinia Festival 
Orchestra. In 1959, he joined The Cleveland Orchestra as Second 
Clarinet and Eí Clarinetist. His lengthy tenure with the Orchestra 
lasted 36 years during which time he played under the greatest 
conductors of the twentieth century including Leonard Bernstein, 
Christoph von Dohnányi, George Szell, Pierre Boulez, Aaron 
Copeland, Lorin Maazel, Rafael Kublik and Leopold Stokowski. 
He has performed on every continent and nearly every county in the 
world and has recorded nearly every piece of music written for the 

symphony orchestra. He has also developed a state-of-the-art clarinet mouthpiece. 

Mr. Johnson has always been active in chamber and solo music touring extensively with the 
Martinu Quartet of Prague, the Cleveland Octet of the Cleveland Orchestra (nominated 
for a Grammy Award), and the Venner Ensemble. His teaching experience includes the 
Cleveland Institute of Music and Cleveland State University. Mr. Johnson currently lives in 
Chagrin Falls, Ohio, with his wife Sheila.

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Robert Spring has been described as “one of this country’s most 
sensitive and talented clarinetists” (Arizona Republic), “dazzled his 
audience … flawless technique” (The Clarinet) and “a formidable 
soloist … played with great emotional life” (Copenhagen, Denmark, 
Politiken).

Spring 
was awarded three degrees, including the Doctor of Musical Arts, 
from the University of Michigan, as well as the Citation of Merit 
Award from the School of Music Alumni Society.

States, Canada, Europe, Asia and South America, and has been heard on National Public 
Radio’s “Performance Today.” He frequently serves as clinician and adjudicator, teaches 
on the faculties of several summer music festivals, and has published numerous articles 
on multiple articulation and other contemporary clarinet techniques. He was awarded 
Honorary Membership into the ICA in 2021. Spring is a Henri Selmer Paris Artist and 
performs on the Privilège clarinet.

ROBERT SPRING
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Charles West has performed recitals and concertos throughout the 
United States, Europe, Latin America, Australia and Asia. He has 
recorded repertoire ranging from standard sonatas to avant-garde 
on labels including Klavier, Wilson Audiophile, Centaur, CRI, 
Crystal, and he is heard on a Grammy Award-winning Telarc CD. A 
former Fulbright Scholar and President of the International Clarinet 
Association, his career includes nearly thirty years as Principal 
Clarinetist in six professional orchestras and opera companies. He 
has held teaching positions in three North American universities, 
with guest professorships in South America, Asia, and Australia. 
Before retiring from Virginia Commonwealth University, Dr.

Doreen Ketchens has changed the 
way scholars view their clarinets. She has successfully created her own style that blends the 
techniques of her classical training with the soul of her cultural roots in jazz. On May 26, 
2022, Doreen and Lawrence received their Honorary Doctorate degrees from Five Towns 
College. So now she is Dr. Queen Clarinet! Doreen has been called many names because she 
plays like Charlie (Bird) Parker, sings like Mahalia Jackson, and has the chops and personality 
of Louis Armstrong. 

Clarinetist Seunghee Lee is a multi-faceted recording artist and a music entrepreneur 
based in New York City. Recognized as “an uncompromising soloist, destined to be an 
upcoming contender of top stature” by The Clarinet, Ms. Lee was included as one of the 
‘Top 30 Classical Stars Under 30’ by KDFC Classical Radio in San Francisco upon the 
release of her debut album Brava, and her multiple solo albums were selected as “CD of 
the Week” worldwide and featured on New York’s WQXR, Classic FM Nederland, NPR, 
WFMT, Fine Music Radio in Cape Town and Symphony 92.4 Singapore, among many 
others. Ms. Lee is the founder of Musica Solis Productions, an independent classical record 
label, sheet music publisher and a creative concert presenter based in New York City. 
Mentored by multi-Grammy Award-winning producer Joanna Nickrenz and legendary 
recording engineer Marc Aubort, Ms. Lee aims to guide and mentor emerging classical 
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musicians to become independent entrepreneurial leaders of their generation. As a frequent 
guest speaker on Music Entrepreneurship, she was invited by the Harvard Business School 
to speak at the 2019 Asia Business Conference titled, “The Game Changers”, the 2019 Yale 
Alumni Association Career Panel topic “Careers in Music”, Seoul National University and 
many others. As a guest lecturer, she enjoys performing solo recitals, giving master classes 
on the topics of mental awareness and shifting your mindset, and presenting her signature 
lecture series entitled “You are the Company”. At her core, Ms. Lee is passionate about using 
her music to bring comfort and healing to those silently suffering from personal tragedies. 
She is the founder of Concert For Cause, an intimate home concert series dedicated to 
shining a light on current humanitarian issues. Ms. Lee received her Bachelor of Music 
degree from the Eastman School of Music, studying with Charles Neidich and Eli Eban, 
and her Master of Music degree and Artist Diploma from the Yale School of Music, 
studying with David Shifrin.

Considered the preeminent bass clarinetist of his generation, Michael Lowenstern has 
performed to critical and popular acclaim throughout the Americas and Europe. He has 
performed, recorded and toured the U.S. and abroad with ensembles of every variety 
including The Klezmatics, The Steve Reich Ensemble, The Orpheus Chamber Orchestra, 
and the Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center. In 1989, Lowenstern was the recipient 
of a Fulbright grant to study in Amsterdam, and in 1991 was the top prizewinner at the 
International Gaudeamus Competition in Rotterdam. Featured in the 20th Anniversary 
issue of Keyboard magazine, Titus Levi wrote, “Lowenstern’s fierce bass clarinet playing 
always injects a sense of urgency into the mix.” In addition to performing his own works, 
Lowenstern has contributed significantly to an instrument that remains underrepresented 
in American solo literature by commissioning over twenty American composers to write 
solo works for the bass clarinet. He received his training from the Eastman School of 
Music (BM, Performer’s Certificate), the Sweelinck Conservatorium Amsterdam (Artist’s 
Certificate), and the State University of New York at Stony Brook (MM, DMA), studying 
clarinet and bass clarinet with Charles Neidich, Harry Sparnaay, Richard MacDowell and 
John Bruce Yeh, and composition with Daniel Weymouth.

Ricardo Morales is one of the most sought-after clarinetists of today. He joined The 
Philadelphia Orchestra as principal clarinet in 2003. Prior to this he was principal clarinet 
of the Metropolitan Opera Orchestra, a position he assumed at the age of 21. His virtuosity 
and artistry as a soloist, chamber, and orchestral musician has been hailed and recognized 
in concert halls around the world. He has been asked to perform as principal clarinet 
with the New York Philharmonic, the Chicago Symphony, and at the invitation of Sir 
Simon Rattle, performed as guest principal clarinet with the Berlin Philharmonic. He 
also performs as principal clarinet with the Saito Kinen Festival Orchestra and the Mito 
Chamber Orchestra, at the invitation of Maestro Seiji Ozawa. Mr. Morales has been a 
featured soloist with many orchestras, including the Metropolitan Opera Orchestra, the 
Chicago Symphony, the Cincinnati Symphony, the Indianapolis Symphony, the Seoul 
Philharmonic, and the Flemish Radio Symphony. During his tenure with the Metropolitan 
Opera Orchestra, he soloed in Carnegie Hall and on two European tours. He made his 
solo debut with The Philadelphia Orchestra in 2004 and has since performed as soloist 
on numerous occasions. Ricardo performed the world premiere of the Clarinet Concerto 
by Jonathan Leshnoff, commissioned for him by the Philadelphia Orchestra. An active 
chamber musician, Mr. Morales has performed in the MET Chamber Ensemble series 
at Carnegie Hall’s Weill Recital Hall, at the Santa Fe Chamber Music Festival, the 
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Philadelphia Chamber Music Society, the Seattle Chamber Music Summer Festival, and 
the Saratoga Chamber Music Festival, on NBC’s The Today Show, and with the Chamber 
Music Society of Lincoln Center. He has performed with many distinguished ensembles, 
such as the Juilliard Quartet, the Pacifica Quartet, the Miró Quartet, the Leipzig Quartet, 
and the Kalichstein-Laredo-Robinson Trio. Mr. Morales is highly sought after for his 
recitals and master classes, which have taken him throughout North America, Europe and 
Asia. In addition, he currently serves on the faculty of Temple University. Mr. Morales’s 
performances have been met with critical acclaim. The Philadelphia Inquirer hailed his 
appointment to The Philadelphia Orchestra, stating that “… in fact, may represent the 
most salutary personnel event of the orchestra’s last decade.” He was praised by the New 
York Times as having “ … fleet technique, utterly natural musical grace, and the lyricism 
and breath control of a fine opera singer.” Mr. Morales was also singled out in the New 
York Times review of the Metropolitan Opera’s production of Berlioz’s Les Troyens, 
describing his playing as “exquisite” and declaring that he “deserved a place onstage during 
curtain calls.” Mr. Morales’s debut solo recording, French Portraits, is available on the 
Boston Records label. His recent recordings include performances with the Kalichstein-
Laredo-Robinson Trio, with the Pacifica Quartet, which was nominated for a Latin 
Grammy Award, as well as the Mozart Concerto with the Mito Chamber Orchestra for 
DECCA. Ricardo is a sought-after consultant and designer of musical instruments and 
accessories, and enjoys a musical partnership with F. Arthur Uebel, a world renowned 
manufacturer of artist level clarinets.

Sabrina Moulaï was born in the north of France, where she discovered music and the 
accordion, her first instrument, at the age of 4. She began playing clarinet at the age of 
10. Sabrina first studied at the National Conservatory of Lille (in her birth region). At the 
age of 18 she entered the Superior National Conservatory of Music of Lyon and graduated 
with honors. After that, in 2009, she entered the famous Superior National Conservatory 
of Music of Paris, where she studied with Michel Arrignon and Pascal Moragues, first 
soloist in Paris Orchestra. She regularly plays with the national orchestras of Lille, Lyon, 
the Orchestra of the Opera of Paris, as well as the great Parisian orchestras under the baton 
of prestigious conductors such as Boulez, Krivine, Jean-Claude Casadesus, Heintz Holiger, 
and Jean-François Heisser. She has performed not only in Europe but also in United 
States, China, and Japan. Sabrina was appointed Solo Clarinet of the Republican Guard 
Orchestra in Paris in 2010 and Solo Clarinet of the National Orchestra of the Pays de la 
Loire in 2015, where she currently plays. On June 20, 2022, Sabrina departed France for a 
10-month world tour. She will be on the road with her boyfriend Julien these next months. 
Their first stop is here on the west cost of United States, and they will leave on July 3 to 
Oceania. Sabrina is a Buffet Crampon artist and she will play in multiple countries during 
this tour.

Senior Airman Clarissa Osborn is a clarinetist with the United States Air Force Band 
of the Golden West, Travis AFB, CA.

SrA Osborn is a 2013 graduate of The University of Oregon, Eugene 
OR, where she earned a bachelor’s degree in clarinet performance. In 2015 she received a 
master’s degree in clarinet performance from the University of Michigan, Moore’s School 
of Music. Her teachers include Daniel Gilbert, Jerome Simas and Lou DeMartino. SrA 
Osborn held the position as principal clarinet of the Newport Symphony in Newport 
Oregon from 2017-2019, served as clarinetist with the Hollywood Concert Orchestra on 
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their 2017 tour of Japan, and has subbed with symphonies such as the Eugene Symphony 
in Eugene OR and the Dearborn Symphony in Dearborn MI.

The extraordinary sound and spirit of the bass clarinet is a driving force behind much of 
Jonathan’s compositional work. His numerous compositions for bass clarinet(s) include solo 
works, sonatas, concertos, duets, trios, quartets, chamber works, and large bass clarinet 
ensembles. He was a longtime member of the Edmund Welles bass clarinet quartet, is a 
current member of the Sqwonk bass clarinet duo, and is founder and leader of Improbable 
Beasts, a professional 15-member bass clarinet ensemble in the Boston area. Many of 
Jonathan’s most meaningful projects have involved collaborations with or responses 
to other artists.

Saxophonist, multi-reedist, and composer Gregory Tardy is one of the most versatile 
jazz musicians of his generation, equally comfortable in a variety of musical and 
improvisational situations. Born into a musical family, he began his musical career 
studying classical clarinet. In his early 20s, while preparing for a symphony career he 
discovered jazz saxophone and hasn’t looked back.

In more recent years, Tardy has gone full circle, by 
focusing on his clarinets more, using them on recordings by Tom Harrell, Ohad Talmor/
Steve Swallow, Stefan Harris, Chris Potter and Andrew Hill. His performance schedule has 
taken him all over the world, playing at all of the major jazz festivals and on some of the 
biggest stages in jazz. As a sideman, he has been featured on several Downbeat Albums of 
the Year and also several Grammy nominated recordings; including a Grammy winning 
CD with Brian Lynch in 2006. He also has recorded fourteen CDs under his own name 
featuring his unique compositions, blending his love of traditional jazz with a more modern 
seeking style. His latest project, If Time Could Stand Still, was released in the fall of 2020 
on WJ3 Records.

Sarah Watts is a British clarinettist, specialising in low clarinet performance. She has 
released many recordings, premiered and commissioned new works and also written a 
leading resource on Bass Clarinet Multiphonics. Sarah is Director of Performance at the 
University of Sheffield, UK and performed extensively as a soloist and with Hard Rain 
Soloist Ensemble, SCAW and rarescale. She was made an Associate of the Royal Academy 
of Music, London in 2016.

Stephen Williamson is principal clarinet of the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, appointed 
in 2011 by Maestro Riccardo Muti. Williamson formerly was principal clarinet of both 
the New York Philharmonic (2013-14) and the Metropolitan Opera Orchestra (2003-11). 
In addition, he has been a frequent guest principal clarinet with the Saito Kinen Festival 
Orchestra in Japan under Seiji Ozawa. He has served on the faculty at Columbia University 
and the Mannes College of Music in New York City, as well as at the Pacific Music Festival 
in Sapporo, Japan, and the Domaine Forget International Music Festival in Québec. He 
has recorded for the Sony Classics, Telarc, CRI, BMG, Naxos and Decca labels, and can 
be heard on numerous film soundtracks.

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John Williams, recording his Oscar-nominated score for Steven Spielberg’s film Lincoln. An 
avid soloist and chamber musician, Williamson has performed extensively in the United 
States, Europe and Asia. He has collaborated with such artists as Yo-Yo Ma, Mitsuko 
Uchida, Jeffrey Kahane, Anne-Marie McDermott, Emanuel Ax and Meliora Winds; the 
Aspen, Dorian and Sylvan wind quintets; and the Brentano, American, Jasper, Brasilia and 
Dover string quartets, as well as with his fellow CSO musicians as part of CSO Chamber 
Players. Williamson made his CSO solo debut with the Mozart Clarinet Concerto in 2016 
under guest conductor Gennady Rozhdestvensky, subsequently performing the work on 
the Orchestra’s East and West Coast tours with music director Riccardo Muti during the 
2017-18 season. Other concerto performances include Copland’s Clarinet Concerto with 
the Sapporo Symphony at the Pacific Music Festival (2018), Mozart’s Clarinet Concerto 
with the CSO (2016 and 2017), the Pacific Music Festival Orchestra in Japan (2011), and 
the Metropolitan Opera Orchestra in Carnegie Hall under conductor Fabio Luisi (2012). 
Williamson received his bachelor’s degree and performer’s certificate from the Eastman 
School of Music, and his master’s degree from the Juilliard School. As a Fulbright Scholar, 
he furthered his studies at the Hochschule der Künste in Berlin. His past teachers include 
Peter Rieckhoff, Charles Neidich, Kenneth Grant and Michael Webster. Past awards 
include the Saunderson Award from the Coleman Chamber Music Competition; the 1997 
New York Concert Artist Guild Competition Nathan Wedeen Award; and the Grand Prize 
in the First Annual Buffet Crampon North American Clarinet Competition in 1994. He 
was also the only American semi-finalist in both the 1993 and 1998 ARD International 
Music Competition for Clarinet. A longtime Selmer-Paris and Vandoren Artist, 
Williamson currently plays Selmer Signature clarinets and uses Vandoren traditional reeds 
with a James Pyne JX/BC mouthpiece. Williamson is the newly appointed Professor of 
Clarinet at Northwestern University.

Israeli-American clarinetist Guy Yehuda is recognized as one of the most outstanding 
and unique talents on the international concert stage today. Hailed by composer John 
Corigliano as “One of the most awe-inspiring clarinetists today”, he has won several 
international competitions, such as the Heida Hermanns International Woodwind 
Competition and the Fischoff Chamber Music Competition as the gold medalist. 
As principal clarinetist, he has performed with the Israel Philharmonic, Lucerne 
Contemporary Festival Orchestra, Chicago Civic Orchestra, Spoleto Festival Orchestra, 
Haifa Symphony Orchestra and Cincinnati Chamber Orchestra, among others, as well as 
guest clarinetist with the Chicago Symphony Orchestra and the Jacksonville Symphony 
Orchestra. Yehuda performed on tours of Europe and the U.S. under the batons of top 
conductors including Pierre Boulez, Zubin Mehta, Kurt Masur and Daniel Barenboim. 
He performed and collaborated with the world’s top composers and performers including 
Pierre Boulez, Steve Reich, John Corigliano, Menahem Pressler from the Beaux-Arts Trio, 
and the Cypress, Borromeo and Harrington String Quartets. A highly demanded musician, 
he has performed as soloist and chamber musician at the Spoleto, Verbier, Lucerne, Ottawa 
Chamber Music, Parry Sound, and Domain Forget festivals, and at the Israeli Chamber 
Music Festivals in Tel Aviv and Haifa. Yehuda is a sought-after recitalist throughout North 
America, Europe and Asia.

He is the Artistic Director of the Henri Selmer 
International Summer Academy in Michigan, as well as the clarinet faculty resident at the 
Vianden Summer Festival in Europe, Aria International Music Festival in Massachusetts 
and Fresno Summer Orchestra Academy in California.

YaoGuang Zhai is currently principal clarinet of the Baltimore Symphony Orchestra, 
appointed by Maestra Marin Alsop in 2016 and associate professor of clarinet at Boston 
Conservatory at Berklee since 2019. A native of Tai Yuan, China, YaoGuang began his 
musical pursuit at the age of three on the violin, switching to the clarinet seven years 
later. He studied at the China Central Conservatory in Beijing, the Idyllwild Arts 
Academy in Idyllwild California, and then the Curtis Institute of Music in Philadelphia. 
YaoGuang was instructed by many distinguished clarinetists, including Yehuda Gilad, 
Donald Montanaro, Ricardo Morales and Joaquin Valdepeñas.

During his study, 
he has won the Hellam Competition, Aspen Music Festival Concerto Competition, 
the Blount-Slawson Young Artists Competition, the Spotlight Award and the Pacific 
Symphony Concerto Competition. After graduation, he held the position of Principal

from Colorado State University. Dr. Aguayo is an active educator, recitalist, and chamber 
musician.

Tori performed at an ICA Masterclass in 2021 during the 
online ClarinetFest.

Dr. Kathryn Vetter is a founder of NYC clarinet, voice, percussion ensemble, Sputter 
Box. Dr. Vetter is a music professor at Five Towns College and Mannes Prep-The New 
School and the 2022 Visiting Clarinet Professor at University of Oklahoma. This year, 
Kathryn will perform at Biennale Musica in Venice and the NYC Electroacoustic  
Music Festival.

The Virinca Trio’s mission has been to perform rare and under-served repertoire by 
American composers. Members of the Virinca Trio include Northern State University 
Professors Darci Bultema, soprano, and Audrey Miller, clarinet. Philip Everingham, piano, 
Columbus, OH, serves as Director of Music at the First Presbyterian Church.
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Dr. Andrea Vos-Rochefort regularly premieres new works in recital and at ClarinetFest 
and has performed with the Dayton Philharmonic, Orchestra Kentucky, Richmond 
Symphony, Lima Orchestra, Carmel Symphony, Cincinnati Chamber Orchestra, 
Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra, West Virginia Symphony, Fort Worth Symphony, Corpus 
Christi Symphony, Midland-Odessa Symphony, and San Antonio Symphony. She serves as 
Assistant Professor of Clarinet at Texas A&M University-Kingsville and previously served 
as Adjunct Instructor of Clarinet at University of Dayton.
